 Two copies of brief write-up about the exhibit/model/project should be prepared and presented 

at the time of registration and judgment. 

 The decision of the judges will be final.

b. Technical skill/workmanship/craftsmanship

 Do not interrupt when another member is speaking. 

 Shortlisted group will appear in round 2. 

 Same rules must be followed in round 2.
